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Introduction
All subjects set homework in a regular programme.  Teachers aim to set tasks which challenge students and are relevant to the work in progress. All departments also have extension materials available. We see homework as an important part of our school routine, because it extends class work and encourages students to develop the techniques for independent study.  The principles set out here are followed by all subject teachers.

Students are set about 30 minutes per week for most subjects in Years 7 – 9 (KS3). Some subjects, e.g. Humanities, join together, which means that students receive homework on rotation. In Years 10 and 11 (KS4), students should expect about one hours’ homework per week per subject. Normally more than one day is allowed by teachers setting homework. 
Recording

All homework is set on ShowMyHomeWork. Students also have planners for recording homework. The planner may be used by teachers and parents for communicating about any aspects of the process.

Unsatisfactory or incomplete homework

If homework is not promptly completed, the subject teacher records the fact on SIMS.  If homework is frequently incomplete or below standard, a lunchtime or after-school detention may be set and a letter sent to notify the student’s parents.  In some cases, a special report may be used by the student’s Head of Year.

Homework Support 
For students who want to use it, the Library Resource Centre is open at lunchtimes on a rotation arrangement.  There is also a homework club every evening in IT2. A number of subjects also run support sessions after school, particularly for GCSE students. Students who need additional support may do homework at lunchtime in the Student Support Department, with the help of Teaching Assistants.
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
