Parents offered support to raise attendance

Stage 3 - Attendance 91 - 93.9%
Risk of under achievement
Interventions:Letter 2 sent to parent/carer to request a meeting to discuss attendance and potential support

No further absences will be authorised without medical evidence as advised in letter 2

To agree a plan and timescale for improvement and set a review meeting

Stage 4 - Attendance below 90%

Considered persistantly absent - severe risk of under achievement
