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Maths Year 11 Pupil Premium Results 2016 - 2017

Maths Intervention
Of 11 students 5 underachieved by 1 grade,  5 students achieved their predicated grade, 1 student overachieved by 1 grade. 

However of these 5 students who underachieved. 1 had a great deal of illness prior to the exam and missed a large proportion of lessons and revision support and another 1 had a complex family situation which broke down just before the exams 

[bookmark: _MailEndCompose]Out of 11 PP students in last year’s GCSE results, 7 achieved a grade 4+ and in fact all of these 7 students achieved at least a grade 5. Compared to FFT50 predictions for these students 8 out of the 11, exceeded their predicted grade with only 2 students 1 grade below. On average PP students were over 1 grade above their FFT50 prediction. 
Only one of the students chose not to have intervention and for the others it has been a factor in the success of this cohort. 
In year 10 both set 1 students struggled in the top set even with intervention. One was moved to set 2 to boost their confidence. Both have now attended further maths sessions. 
In set 2 the 4 PP students have maintained their progress roughly in line with the group progress. Set 3 students have similarly maintained their progress level similarly to their cohort. Students in the lower group have made more progress than their peers in the same group.
In KS3, although a smaller proportion of the students receive intervention, they appear to be making similar progress to that of their respective groups.
